Coordinator will support the inclusion of all campers of all abilities.

Job Responsibilities
May include, but are not limited to, the following:

e Asateam, collaborate with camp staff and Pastor of Children’s Discipleship to plan
activities for camp, volunteer onboarding and more with a focus on inclusion and
accessibility

e Revise and adapt curriculum to promote inclusion of children with disabilities, children
who are neurodivergent, children who have behavioral concerns/challenges

e Complete onboarding calls with these families

e Assistin Sunday morning programming as needed

e Address disagreements between camp, staff, volunteers and between children if
applicable

e Ensure children are engaged, actively get to know the children and leaders

e Implement accommodations for campers needing accessibility, providing one-on-one
support if needed

e Take initiative to complete tasks & think ahead of schedule in case of emergencies
&/or changes

e Be an example for all camp staff and volunteers in terms of having a passion for
serving & leadership abilities

e Assistin debriefs; gather feedback to help improve camp; implement changes for the
next camp and communicate with leaders, with a focus on inclusion

e Assistin camp clean-up/set up for next camp

e Personal & professional development: Create & implement an individual
development plan (IDP) targeting areas of growth

e Perform related duties or special projects as assigned

e Complete a brief weekly reflection regarding experience, tasks, and self-
improvement

e Mandatory abuse prevention training
